[bookmark: _GoBack]Ethics Scenario - Document Issues
You have been working with an applicant for the past few weeks.  He passed the ASVAB with a very good score of 87, and wants to become a Medic in your local unit.  He explained to you that he had a house fire a few years ago and does not have a copy of his High School Diploma or transcripts.  You have exhausted all efforts to track down his diploma or transcript.  The school he attended was shut down 5 years ago and the local education office was not able to retrieve any of his records.  
Two days later, your applicant comes into your office with a high school transcript, and openly tells you that he went to the local high school and met with a friend of his that helped him create a transcript so he can join the National Guard.  The transcript is an official transcript with the schools seal and signature.  He explains to you that his lifelong dream was to join the military, and the local recruiter for the reserves said he would help him join if you would not, but he really wants to work with you and make his dream become a reality.  
What would you do in this situation?  Be prepared to discuss your decision in class.
